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Documents to be submitted with a new application 
 
 If applying for financial assistance for the first time, you must submit a new 

application. Here we describe the documents you need to submit together with 

your new application. 

Kontoöversikt (Account overview)  
 
You need to submit an account overview when first applying for financial 
assistance or if more than 2 months have passed since you last applied. The 
account overview is to show all your accounts, including any mutual fund 
accounts that you have.  
The account overview can be printed from your online banking service or you can 
get a copy from your bank.  
Information to be included in the account overview  
 

• Account number(s)  

• Balance of each account  

• Name of each account  
 

An example account overview 
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Bank statement  
 
You must submit a bank statement for each of your accounts for the three 
months prior to the date of your application.  
Bank statements are printed directly from your online banking service  
Each bank statement is to show the name of the bank, the account number, the 
period covered, all transactions and the current balance.  
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Swedish Tax Agency income tax return  
 
If you have received an income tax return, you are to submit it. You must submit 
all four pages.  
You can print your income tax return from the Swedish Tax Agency's website or 
get a copy from your local tax office.  
 
If you have not filed an income tax return, you must provide your income 
statement (kontrolluppgift).  
 
If you have not filed an income tax return, you must submit your income 
statement (kontrolluppgift) from the Swedish Tax Agency for the most recent 
income tax year.  
You can get a copy of your income statement (kontrolluppgift) from your local 
tax office or call the tax agency to get a copy sent to your home address.
